 Demonstrate the command of the conventions of Standard English grammar, 
punctuation and usage when writing or speaking (commas, quotation marks, 
cursive, conjunctions, prepositions, interjections, and perfect verb tenses).

(ex. figurative language, metaphors, similes, topic specific vocabulary). 

 

 Describe how the point of view influences how events are described in both 
literature and informational text. 

 

 Explain how the author uses reasons and evidences to support points in a text.  

 Demonstrate the command of the conventions of Standard English grammar, 
punctuation and usage when writing or speaking (pronouns, adverbs, progressive 
verb tenses, modal auxiliaries, order adjectives, and commas) 

 

 Determine or clarify the meaning of words and phrases in various grade level 
texts using a variety of strategies.
